Dear Friends,

The Friends of the River Crane Environment (FORCE) has been formed by
local groups and individuals to represent the interests and views of local
people regarding the River Crane and its corridor within the London Borough
of Richmond.  FORCE was formed in direct response to the Council’s
proposals to remove Metropolitan Open Land status, and subsequently
develop, council owned green spaces within the Crane Valley between Kneller
Gardens and London Road.

This month we received the Inspector’s Report from last year’s Public Inquiry
into the Council’s proposals and this has largely vindicated our stance and
stated that the two key areas of Open Land under threat from the Council,
Mereway Allotments and Twickenham Rifle Club, should be retained as open
space.

Our argument at the Inquiry was based on our belief that the Crane valley is
an important environmental resource for local people and visitors alike and, by
the combined efforts of the community and the Council, and with the support
of grant monies from third parties, can be managed and improved for the
benefit of everyone as well as the local wildlife.  We now have the opportunity
to make this happen but we will need the help of a broad alliance of local
people and community groups as well as the Council and others.
